A « tonic pronoun » refers to people.

Used to :

- emphasize another pronoun :

* « , je t'adore ! Et tol, tu m'aimes ? »

e Me, | adore you ! And you, do you love me? (I do love you, what about you do you love me?)
- Short answers :

¢ « Qui a trouvé la solution ? , madame ! »
¢ Who found the solution? Me, madame! (I did !)
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- Emphasize, or create a contrast :

* « aimerait faire de la moto. Ses parents,

, he veulent pas. »

e Him, he’d like to ride a bike. His parents, them, don’t want him to. (He’d like to ride a

motorbike, but his parents don’t want him to.)
